Rainforest Habitat

Representing the lush, tranquil Wet Tropics environments,
where native species such as the endangered Southern

Crasslands Habitat

This open-air exhibit portrays both inland and coastal plains.
Here you can interact with and hand-feed kangaroos,

wallabies, ducks and emus. A host of waterfowl and native
birdlife use the billabong as a refuge for breeding.

Cassowary, the Boyd's Forest Dragon, and colourful Eclectus
Parrots can be viewed in a natural setting. A meandering
walkway allows visitors to experience different levels of the
rainforest, from the forest floor to the canopy. At ground level,
displays of fish and amphibians provide a glimpse of these
cryptic creatures, whilst high in the canopy, exquisitely
coloured parrots and pigeons perch amongst
the foliage.

Relaxinthe gazebo and take in the peaceful surroundings.

Boardwalks overlook lagoons where both the Estuarine
and Freshwater crocodiles lurk beneath water or bask on
the sunlit banks. Observe the unique Lumholtz's Tree
Kangaroo colony.
